But the Rush boys bounced back by knocking off
Carmel United of Indiana 1-0 and then put themselves in contention for the knockout round by beating Everton (WI)
2-1.

Unfortunately, Region II takes only the group winner and goes straight to Semi-final games instead of Quarterfinals like
some of the other regions. Because of this, Kansas Rush, despite having a 2-1 record (along with Lou Fusz Geerling
and Carmel United) will not advance due to goal differential.
